   The	
   first	
   German	
   settlers,	
  
numbering	
  eleven	
  families,	
  came	
  to	
  Filipovo	
  in	
  
1762.	
   These	
   pioneers	
   came	
   from

Forest	
   and	
   other	
   Alsace	
   Lorraine	
   regions
